Scroll down to the SEI Reports section, click on Generate New SEI Class Report or Generate
New SEI Cumulative Report.

Wait for the page to refresh until the report is generated.
Once the report is generated, click on View Existing Class Report to see the SEI report. Note:
reports you previously generated remain available for you to view, print, or download for a two-

week period. You can generate a fresh copy of the report at any time.
